Well, God laid it 
upon the heart of one of our supporting 
churches (Fellowship Baptist Church in 
Durham, NC) to surprise us by purchasing 

a bus for our ministry.  They had sent 
down a missions’ team to serve in 
our VBS last summer and went 

home burdened about our need in 
this area.  They not only purchased 
the bus, they also made some 

repairs and had our church name put 
on the it.  They even had two of their men 
drive it from North Carolina all the way to 
South Florida and put it on the boat to ship 
over to us.  We kept it a secret from our 
people and were able to have a surprise 
revealing.  We had a dedication prayer for 

it and for the souls that will be impacted 
for the Lord as they ride it.  Please pray 
with us that it will be used mightily for 
God’s glory.
