We are at the end of the busy and always noisy Christmas season here, which means we January 2020
have seen and heard three weeks of family parties, music, and fireworks. We really missed this time last year
when we were on furlough. We were able to host several holiday events for our church with good atten-
dance. One highlight was Pedro offering to bring a small gift for each child present, which turned out to be
twelve kids! :
