FINANCIAL POLICY

percent service fee for the
missionaries. None of the
Field Directors, General
Director, Assistant Direc-
tor, or the Administrator
receives any kind of salary
from the home office fund.
Each missionary, as well as
director, is responsible for
procuring his or her own
support.

Evangelism - The immediate aim of
missions is to “preach the gospel to every
creature!”

Church Planting - The ultimate goal

of missions is the planting indigenous
churches both at home and abroad.
Bible Institutes - In order to have
preachers and teachers in the indig-
enous church, itis necessary to train
those who are saved.

Printing and Publication - The printed
page is one of the most effective tools
that can be placed in the hands of the
missionary.

Helps Ministries - Men and women with
specialized skills work with the church
planting missionary to better accomplish
the goal of establishing an indigenous
churches.

(The Executive Board, which
is made up of independent Baptist
pastors and preachers, meets regularly.)
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ADMINISTRATIVE HOME OFFICE
Macedonia World Baptist Missions, Inc. (MWBM)
is located in Hoschton, Georgia on eight acres of
property, fifty miles northeast of Atlanta, Georgia.
The campus includes the main 10,400 sq. ft. ad-
ministrative office, 10,800 sq. ft. training facility,
and 5,000 sq. ft. printing and publications build-
ing, all of which are debt free.

The office staff of Macedonia World Baptist Mis-
sions, Inc. is dedicated to providing the best ser-
vice possible to Independent Baptist Churches as
they send and support their missionaries in going
forth to reach the world for Christ. The staff is
made up of men and ladies who have served on
foreign fields and in their local churches here

in the States. With this personal perspective of
missions, they are better able to understand and
care for the needs of the missionaries on the field
and better train missionaries going to the field.

Detailed financial records are maintained for
each donation to each missionary or project, and
a tax deductible receipt is issued for each dona-
tion. Other services such as group life insurance
and overseas group health are provided for the
missionaries.

TRAINING

Missionary Training includes a two-day Basic
orientation for missionaries who are beginning

Along with this, Macedonia provides training for
missionaries going to the field. This training in-
cludes evangelism, church planting, and working
and living in foreign cultures.

For ladies, the training covers topics such as
home schooling, rearing children on the mission

field, and the wife's role in missions.
