Completion: We enjoyed completing
another three years of the Monday night
Evening School of the Bible and had a
special graduation service for the three who
finished all the course.

After many months of difficulties from the
virus, may the Lord help us all to continue
and to pray “that I might finish my course
with joy, and the ministry, which I have
received of the Lord Jesus, to testify the
gospel of the grace of God” (Acts 20:24).
