One family in the community
has even cleared a small piece of land for us to put up a more stable structure for holding
services. We have already gathered bamboo poles and will begin putting together a frame
next week. God will open the door!

Thank you all so much for praying for us. We are thankful to know that the Lord is still
changing lives! We appreciate you all serving Him in your respective places and helping
us serve Him in Papua New Guinea! The Lord has done great things, and we anticipate
more to come. God will open the door!
