As we continue to lead the congregation out
of the crisis of the past years, there have been
many recent farewells and celebrations.
While some folks never came back after
COVID, others moved churches because of
differing COVID policy, but we rejoice they
are still serving the Lord. We also rejoice for
the past 4 !4 years with our coworker
Amanda Baker, who transitioned at the end
of March to help Calvary Baptist Church in
the British city of Boston. Our deacon Alex
Triffitt and his family also felt led to announce
a move to Boston to help with this church
plant. We were able to have special times of
prayer and farewell for them, as well as for
Sherlyn Olbes, who went back to Virginia
after spending several months with our church
in Peterborough. The Lord is good and
continues to provide labourers for His work. A
number of new families and individuals have
begun attending and we continue to have
more people coming than before COVID. We
have enjoyed many celebrations of salvations,
baptisms, special birthdays and anniversaries.

Hundreds continue to receive Gospel tracts
each week in the City Centre and through
doors. We were encouraged to speak with
Lisa for hours about her experiences with
breast cancer and COVID. She began coming
faithfully and Natalie led her to the Lord
earlier this year. Another man, Billy, also
began attending after receiving a leaflet in
town and I led him to the Lord. Both Lisa and
Billy were baptized Easter Sunday, along
with Elijah from Sunday School, who has a
wonderful testimony and heart to reach others.

After an extensive search, only one local
Community Centre was willing allow us to
meet on Sunday mornings, Newborough
Hall, in a nearby village. It’s perfect for what
we need now, but still gives no room to grow
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(having set up 80 chairs on the first day, we
filled 78). We are amazed believers in the
USA have given $9,374 towards the building
fund. We praise the Lord for this and thank
these churches sincerely!
