We have seen three people saved specifically from this “bus route” and we are thrilled! Our Honda CR-V
was sufficient at first, but more and more are getting saved and wanting their families to have a ride to
church. We are currently looking to purchase a church bus or PMV for the purpose of getting more people
to Christ that live too far away to walk. Pray for us that the Lord would lead us to the right vehicle for His
work!

We are grateful to God for help and safety during many recent travels. In July, we were in Australia
visiting with several dear churches. We then went to America for a few weeks to attend a wedding, visit
family, and get some ministry supplies. We are now back in Papua New Guinea. We are thankful for the
work God allows us to do, and we are thankful for all of the people who help us accomplish this work for
Christ!
