Over 40 refugee children meet for Bible study
every week. They are stateless and invisible, and have fled their country with no hope. We
are able also to bless their families with some food and necessities if needed. We are able to
give them a true hope amidst their hopelessness. And that hope is Jesus.

Bring in the New! MTB W/ WILD’S CHRISTIAN CAMPS xi S o Wins =5
We have been in consultation with the Camps USA, the Wild'’s to set up their first Christian youth camp for Burmese refugee youth this
year in early October. They have approved our partnership and have committed to this innovative camp for Burmese refugees at the
border in Thailand. We are so grateful to God. They have devotional materials in Burmese and will train our Burmese Christian
counsellors (who took our ESL/Bible course and so speak some English). Please pray that we will get a harvest of Burmese youth.

AGAPE FARMS Food for The Body and the bread of life for the soul.
Solar is in and planting has begun. In the picture you can see the trellises used for
planting gourds. They have also planted onions. We are waiting to plant either rice or
another staple, and more fruit trees. We are also waiting to stock the pond with fish.
We will use Agape for growing food and fish to be distributed for evangelism. Also
we have an outdoor meeting place to have Bible study with the rural poor there. It
has already been used for Bible study! We also have good news. The neighbor has
agreed to let us use their welll We now need a filter to make the well water potable.
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It is amazing how God uses technology for His kingdom. Here is a major praise. Between Jan-Nov 2023 the radio station saw listeners
listening for 618,000 minutes in 257,000 individual sessions. And our last 30 day trend was +80%. Thousands are hearing Bible
lessons, Godly music and preaching. We are reaching into small villages, as well as metropolitan areas with the Word of God into
places we don’t have the resoures to reach in person. We are deeply indebted to those of you who give monthly for this ministry.
