We 
 added  an  extra  meeting  in  Arizona  to  end  the  month  of  March.  We  were  so  blessed  by  all  of 
 the  churches  we  were  in  and  all  the  things  we  got  to  experience  while  on  the  road.  It  is 
 wonderful  to  homeschool  the  kids  and  take  them  to  see  historic  sites  in  the  areas  we  visit.

In  talking  with  him  more  in  depth,  I  learned  that  he  believes  in 
 reincarnation,  and  that  he  bases  his  beliefs  about  spiritual  matters  on  his  own  experiences.  Obviously 
 he  is  basing  his  beliefs  on  a  very  faulty  foundation.  I  gave  him  a  Bible  and  a  few  things  to  read  about 
 what  the  BIble  says  regarding  reincarnation.  He  was  very  thankful  for  both,  and  he  even  gave  me  a 
 gift:  a  new  wallet.  At  our  next  meeting  we  will  start  a  BIble  study  in  the  book  of  John,  specifically 
 chapter  3.
