This past month was highlighted by our sending church’s missions conference and my ordination in the closing
service. Dr. Scott Caudill, who was the keynote speaker throughout the week, and Bro. Steve Fisher, who was
instrumental in my choice of attending Commonwealth Baptist College, were two of the people on the ordination
counsel to recommend me to the church. | am honored to have my own pastor and these godly and faithful men to
invest in me and support me in following God'’s will for my life.

Our support has now risen to 76% in the past two months. It is such a blessing to see how God has raised our
support! There is nothing inherently great about ourselves, but we are servants of a mighty God! We are also very
close in reaching our goal for our key money. We now have $53,000 of our $70,000 goal. Note that this is separate
from our moving fund which would cover our plane tickets, visas, vehicle, furniture, appliances, etc...
