Greetings from India. Thank you very much for all your prayers, love and support. Once again
thank you very much for your prayers and love and support for His Glory. We at Christ For
All Mission and Calvary Baptist Church visited slums, and during Christmas poor feeding
programs, the children who had met us remembered that we had given them small pouches
with stationery that is necessary for their schools, After we all left, there were more children
that got to know about this in our slums that was hoping to get some stationery for their
schools too, and our aim is to provide the little children all across our city and slums with
stationery and essentials that is required for their schooling and also for their hygiene. We
have decided to put together things like pencils, crayons, geometry box, pens, pouch,
notebook, a school bag and other school essentials and also toothbrush, toothpaste, soap,
hand sanitizer, and a lunchbox. Sir, this is what we have in our mind, and we are trying to get
these from the wholesale markets so that it would be cost efficient. It would approximately
take up to 10$ for a stationery and hygiene kit, and our aim is to visit each slum in our city
and give out these kits to as many children as possible every month, and regarding the
space, we could utilize our church premises with the help of our church members. They are
all willing to put together a kit for the children, Sir. And during the end of the year during
Christmas, we are praying to give out Christmas presents like the Samaritan Purse that is
made here in our country in order to reduce the costs as much as possible. And we are
hoping to give out a 1000 boxes this coming Christmas, Sir. And for these boxes it would
take 25$ per box 1000x25= $25,000 as we are praying to include something special for the
kids during Christmas like some toys and some new clothes for the children that are
underprivileged in our town, Sir.

Everything we do is a result of your prayers and financial contribution. I would also like to
thank you all for the wonderful and inspiring Prayers, Blessings, support you have given us

over the years. The purpose of this Christmas poor feeding is to share the Gospel of Jesus
